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Mr. Hungerford came west from Randolph, Kan-
sas to attend college at St. Maryôs College in 
Moraga, CA. He had a great interest in sports and 
played tackle on the football team. In 1924 he was 
an honorable mention on the Walter Camp All 
American Team and in1928 he became head coach 
and went on to win Polytechnicôs first champion-
ship in 1931, as well as in 1935 and 1937. In later 
years he was inducted into the San Francisco Prep 
Hall of Fame and St. Maryôs Hall of Fame. 
   
In 1938 he became Vice Principal and was respon-
sible for bringing Joe Verducci and Milt Axt to 
Polytechnic. They both became successful and 
brilliant coaching careers. They often came to him 
for advice and later he scouted teams for them. 
From 1931 on Poly won 15 City Championships. 
During this period of the Poly-Lowell rivalry, they 

drew crowds of 28,000 at Kezar forcing the city to 
constantly increase the size of Kezar, where the 
rivalry drew crowds of up to 60,000. For years to 
follow, the Thanksgiving morning game between 
Poly and Lowell filled the stands to near capacity. 
Mr. Hungerford will be remembered by Polytech-
nicôs students for his fiery pep-talks that fired us 
up as we rallied supporting our teams. Polyôs rec-
ord against Lowell was 30-19-1, wow, pretty im-
pressive. 
 
Mr. Hungerford left Poly in 1955 and became 
Principle at Horace Mann Junior High until he re-
tired from his career to Cathedral City, California. 
Even after retirement he continued to be that loyal 
Polyite and participated at the Polytechnic Athletic 
Associationôs Luncheons for many years.  He was 
103 when he passed away.
